CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

The Institute provides ample avenues for the
development and nurturing of creative and other
talents in the students through the Student Activity
Centre (SAC). All the activities are managed by
students under the guidance of President, SAC and
a team of Faculty In-Charges, Faculty Coordinators
and Committees for various events. The SAC
provide plateform to arrange Cultural, Technical
and Managerial events, Personality development,
Athletics, Indoor and Outdoor games, Yoga and
other activities. The SAC also facilitate and
encourage the students to take part in similar
events in other institutions.

Student Activity Centre (SAC)

Motilal Nehru National Institute of Technology
Allahabad has been known for its academic
excellence. The students of this institute keep
raising the bar for themselves by proving to be a
step ahead of the crowd, time and again in all
activities. The institute has records of achievements
in curricular as well as in extra-curricular activities.
An extremely crucial role is played by the Student
Activity Centre (SAC) of the institute in facilitating
the activities and reaching out to the students under
the supervision of the President SAC.

At present
about ten numbers of coaches are working and
extending their services two-hour every day.

Gymkhana

Gymkhana is a student governed organization that
cultivates leadership, encourages students to
participate in outdoor activities, and provide
facilities for games and sports. The members of
the faculty and staff monitor activities of Gymkhana
and help students in organizing and managing their
sports events. Gymkhana provides facilities for out-
door games like Athletics, Cricket, Football,
Volleyball, Hockey, Basketball, Martial Arts, Lawn
Tennis, Kabaddi, Khokho, Yoga, Skating, Karate,
etc. and indoor games like Badminton, Table
Tennis, Carrom, Chess, Gym. etc.

Each game and activity is looked after by the
Student representatives and a Faculty coordinator.
All the Games, Athletics and Yoga events are
organized with the assistance of SAS officer under
the Gymkhana. All other activities such as
Cultural/Technical/Literary/SPIC-MACAY  events
are managed by the SAC. There is a Facuty
Incharge for all the above activities.

Students’ Activity Center & Clubs

In year 2019-20, all facilites of SAC including
Robotics, Aeromodelling, Energy, Technical, clubs,
conference room, both Girls and Boys Gymkhana
are fully air-condition and renovated.
