Developing innovative processes, developing prototypes, bio-formulations may be included in the projects. In addition, the startups can also be considered for support.
Those who want to apply under this scheme are requested to read the instructions carefully and apply only in the prescribed format. The format and instructions in which the proposals are to be submitted is available in the Institute website. 
Instructions
· The scheme is instituted for the purpose of providing assistance in the form of grants to students for performing innovative work.
· The innovative proposals will be eligible for a minimum grant of Rs.25, 000/- and a maximum of Rs.50, 000/
· The project team (batch) can have up to a maximum of five students and team can submit only one proposal.
· It may be noted that the project proposed should be original, innovative, novel and should have utility and applicability for implementation. Kindly note that the evaluation of the project is also based on these factors.
· The project will be forwarded through Project Mentors (Faculty) and respective Head of the Department.
· Project proposals received will be reviewed and evaluated and those selected will be notified.
· The sanctioned projects should be completed and the report should be submitted before March 15, 2020.
· The mentors will be responsible for timely submission of final report and Utilization certifiacte.
· Project proposals not in the prescribed format will not be considered. 
· Two copies of the proposal should be signed and forwarded by the mentor through HOD so as to reach Project Coordinator (DIC), Department of Biotechnology, MNNIT Allahabad, on or before October 18, 2019.
